Sunday, the day when Jesus resur-
rected from the grave and for that
reason it is always celebrated as a
festival.

“Lent” is based on an English
word which literally meanthe
lengthening of days.This could be
understood both literally and figura-
tively. In the literal sense, as the
Lenten season starts on Ash
Wednesday, the daylight is noticea-
bly becoming longer. In the figura-
tive sense, it means that when we
are confronted with hard work, a
very busy day, or some trials in life,
we usually say, “It's a long day.”
The Lenten season is a time to
meditate on the long days of
Christ’s sacrifices and passion for

suffer the consequences. The second
type is suffering for others. A lot of
people suffer for their loved ones,
relatives, and friends. Many parents,
particularly mothers, suffer and sac-
rifice a lot for their children. Seldom
do we have somebody to suffer for
the sake of many, much less for their
opponents and enemies. This is
where Jesus differs. He sacrificed
and suffered to make the whole
world whole and be reconciled to
God’s self (Isaiah 53). St. Paul also
wrote: “For our sake God made him
(Christ) to be sin who knew no sin,
so that in him we might become the
righteousness of God.” (2 Corin-
thians 5:21). We would appreciate
Christ’s sacrifice even more when
we accept the truth that “...God

proves his love for us in that while
we were yet sinners Christ died for
us.” (Romans 5:8).

Even people outside Christianity
were touched by Jesus’ loving sacri-
fice. Foremost of them perhaps, is
Mohandas K. Ghandi of India. At
one time, he was asked what his se-
cret was for his active nonviolence
method in changing the world. He
drew a worn out copy of the New
Testament while pointing to the little
book, “This is my secret.” At another
time, he was asked why he did not
convert to Christianity since his
greatest mentor was Jesus Christ.
With all sincerity and firmness in his
voice, he responded, “I love you
Christ, but | hate your Christianity.”
These words of indictment still re-
verberate the truth of how inconsis-
tent the lives of many of us Chris-
tians are today. Yet we claim to be
followers of Jesus. Jesus lived and
died for all people while many of us
Christians live and die for ourselves
alone. As we ponder once more the
sacrifice of Christ for the whole
world this Lenten season, may it
rekindle our love for all people and
deepen our commitment to live for
others. After all, it is only in dying
that we can hope for resurrection.
We cannot share in the resurrected
life of Christ if we are not willing to
share first his cross.
